Why do you spend your money for that which is not bread, and your
labor for that which does not satisfy? Incline your ear, and come to me;
hear, that your soul may live.

(Isaiah 55:2-3).

Each Advent, the old question of how to deal with the “Christmas frenzy” pops

up again. It begins just before Thanksgiving (“Oh, Lord, is it that time already?!”),
and continues to build through December (“Ahhhh!, there’s so much to do...I've
got to send my packages to that niece in Nome, get a new snood for aunt Minnie,
marinate the Bulgarian kumquats cousin Alphonsus likes so much...”), and then
reaches full tilt just before Christmas (“I'm so stressed! This commercial Christ-
mas is too much; why, the whole world is filled with evil, obsessive, greedy, and
judgmental people who need to get the right Christian attitude!”).

But, then comes Christmas Eve. Advent is done; all efforts to prepare on my
own rather hectic and self-obsessed terms are over. The moment has come,
and ready or not, the Holy Child is born again. The Gift is given once more. | am
reminded each year that Advent’s peculiar purpose is never really known until
afterwards — when the tree is up, the lights lit, the carols sung, and the child deep
within me knows that God has come into the world for everyone, including my-
self...so that we might be restored to or true dignity. There is no need to spend
money for what is not bread, as Isaiah dryly comments. So much time, so much
worry, so much stress, so much anxiety: where does it get us, and what do we
gain by it?

Like many in our society, | grew up with the notion that Christmas is about hav-
ing, getting, doing, and feeling full. My parents didn’t set down and tell me this
one day: it was just the result of so many messages that come to us in our

culture. It has taken many years for me to realize just how jealously | hold on to
this misery-producing way of thinking about Christmas. But, God has slowly been
making his way into my heart about this, gradually subverting my Scrooge-like
fixation with the strange poverty of Christmas.

In the Gospel, Jesus calls us to claim not our fullness, or our being busy, or our
self-importance. He calls us to claim our poverty, our emptiness, our inability to
get it all done or to get it all right. He says: “Blessed are the poor in spirit.”

Jesus ‘walked the talk,’ right from the start. He was born in a stable (very likely

in a cave). No one was ‘ready’ for him; the cards weren't all sent, the food wasn'’t
even purchased — much less cooked. Indeed, the whole thing was a complete or-
ganizational disaster, from an efficiency standpoint. But, it was all going perfectly
to plan, from God’s perspective.

When Christ was born, God took unto Himself our limitations. He filled up the
emptiness created by our desire to “go it alone,” trying to be God rather than love
and serve God. Christmas is the first and decisive step in the overcoming of sin
and death that culminates in Easter. He became poor so we might be made rich.
Thus, he set the standard for all of us. When we, too, learn to set aside our crav-
ing for fullness apart of God and our neighbor, we will experience the true joy of
Christmas. For, it is the poverty of human love that has given rise to all the other
poverty of this world.

So: give gifts, share food, celebrate the season...but don’t “labor for what does

not satisfy.” This year, enjoy the season by embracing the Real Gift. And then —

relax. God has done all the important stuff for you, so that “your soul may live.”

An Advent Quiet Day at St. Timothy’s

Saturday, December 13th (St. Lucy’s Day), 9:30 am — 2:30 pm
Theme: “Ponder These Things: Meditations on the Blessed Virgin Mary
by Archbishop Rowan Williams.”

Opportunity for Advent Confessions

The day begins with the Holy Eucharist, commemorating St. Lucy of Sicily (virgin and mar-
tyr, early 4th century), then have a meditation from Archbishop Williams’ beautiful and wise
book, looking at how icons of St. Mary and the infant Jesus provide rich and useful insights
into living the Christian faith. Time for silent reflection will follow the meditation. Noonday
prayers will be followed by a “brown bag” lunch-time (please bring your own lunch, and
perhaps something to share with others). An afternoon meditation time will be followed by
time for silent contemplation. The short office of None will conclude the Quiet Day.

Advent Confessions may be made with Fr. Brandon in the chapel during the silences
following each meditation.

A Quiet Day is an opportunity to worship, learn, and “come to one’s self” before God in
the context of quiet contemplation. You are welcome to bring material for journaling,
doing handwork, yard-work, or anything else that helps you (quietly) focus on God’s
voice in your life. You are also welcome to sit in silence.

Lessons and Carols: Sunday, Dec. 21 at 6 pm %

For the 37th year, St. Timothy’s will offer a service of
Lessons from scripture and carols from the wealth of

our musical heritage as part of our Advent preparation.
We have been doing this for so many years it is tempting
to forget just how blessed we are in having this long-
standing part of our parish tradition.

Lessons & Carols is a 19th century English liturgical '
development, crystallized at King’s College, Cambridge, LESSONS

in 1918. The heart of the service is the sequence of & CARO LS

scripture lessons, recounting the story of Adam and
Eve’s fall, and the process leading up to God ultimately

entering the Creation in the person of His Incarnate Son, Jesus. This service is a
profoundly Anglican way of focusing on the Incarnation, and in so doing helps us
remember the centrality of that event in the process of our Redemption in Christ,
culminating in Holy Week, Easter, Ascension, and Pentecost.

Each lesson is followed by a musical meditation, in the form of a choir anthem.
Hymns for choir and congregation to sing are also part of the service. The whole
service is framed by prayers connecting us to the Church Year and its message
of God’s love made available in the sacred mystery of the Gospel. In this way, we
are blessed to experience on of our tradition’s greatest gifts: meditative, artistically
and spiritually substantive worship. This service is also a very valuable way of
preparing inwardly for the gift of Christ at Christmas. Remember: it is not a perfor-
mance; it is a liturgy of the Church, and thus an encounter with the Living God.

Lessons and Carols is not only for “insiders.” It is for anyone. It is essential that
members of St. Timothy’s invite friends, relatives, and (especially) people they
know who may be searching for a spiritual home to attend this service. It rep-
resents a fine opportunity for “liturgical evangelism,” much as does the Easter
Vigil. Draw up a list of folks to invite; consider making it part of an evening of pre-
Christmas activities. Enjoy a time of true contemplative delight in this brief but
beautiful Advent season. Also, please remember to thank Mr. Jeffrey Swartwout,
our organist and musical director, for his devoted and thoughtful service to God
and this parish.



Voices from Diocesan Convention

From Ruth Speaker:

The opening of the 120th Convention of the Episcopal
Diocese of Oregon was at St. Paul’s with the Holy
Eucharist. The music with the Jazz singers was the
highlight for some -- but not me. All services during

the convention were short on “liturgy.” The majority

of the delegates’ time was spent on Appreciative Inquiry.
My gut reaction to this process was that delegates were
saying what they thought they should say and not what
they felt. My reason for feeling this way is that our membership would be grow-
ing and not shrinking as it is doing. The resolutions that were not controversial
passed. The resolution on Same Sex blessing was changed at the last day as it
was thought it would not pass. The new resolution was that we discuss this sub-
ject for the next year at convocation to ensure its

passage at the next Convention. The canon change for paying less DPA (Dioc-
esan Program Assessment) did not receive the 2/3 majority in both the clergy and
laity to pass. It did receive a majority vote from both the clergy and laity, so it also
will be on next year’s agenda. A canon change requires either a 2/3 majority at
one Convention or passing 2 years at Convention by a simple majority.

From Sandy Noble:

This was my first opportunity to be present as a delegate at convention and |
found it to be an experience that has given me some perspective on the scope of
work done by the Episcopal Diocese. There are a great many dedicated people
— clergy and lay — who are working hard to help our Diocese through the search
for a new bishop. A great deal of effort is being placed on putting together a pro-
file of our Diocese and much of our time was spent in joint interaction with others
to help develop data to create this profile. There were two resolutions that will
continue to be discussed throughout this next year relative to who we are as the
people of God. One of those is blessings of same-gender relationships and the
other issue is that of decreasing the DPA. Both of these issues will effect who we
choose as a bishop and who will be interested in becoming our next bishop. Our
Diocese has embarked on the same path which we as a parish have recently trav-
eled (calling a new ordained leader) and | pray that we will support our clergy and
those who are leading us in the task so they may not be overwhelmed or discour-
aged as they proceed. Thank you for your confidence in me.

The 12 Days of Christmas: A Primer

Christmas Eve M= |
4 pu: Children’s Service Z AN
This year, we will be offering a slightly different form of service, with a procession
beginning in the narthex and telling the story of the Nativity as we move along,
culminating in the Holy Communion at the altar.

10:30 pm: Carols and Readings in the Nave

Our annual opportunity to sing beloved carols and hear poems and readings that
celebrate this glorious season. Come early and enjoy this meditation as a way of
preparing for the proclamation that “God is with us, Emmanuel” in the Eucharist.

11 pm: Christmas Eve Midnight Mass

Beginning with a solemn procession and the blessing of the Creche, our main
celebration of Christmas is, along with Holy Week, the most solemn and probing
encounter with the central mysteries of the Christian faith through the year. At
the end of the liturgy, before the blessing and dismissal, we will hear the Prologue
from the Gospel according to John, with its invitation to ponder the extraordinary
message that through Christ, we are able to become “children of God” and enter
into eternal life. [Childcare is offered]

Christmas Day: 11 am

This service (said, but with hymns) is as simple and straightforward as Christmas
Eve is sumptuous. The lessons at this service give us the “meaning” of the events
of the Nativity.

1st & Second Sundays after Christmas: Dec. 28 & January 4th

This Sunday continues the Feast of the Nativity with rejoicing and an examin-
ation of the impact of the Incarnation on our understanding of God’s and our
nature. We keep singing those Christmas carols and hymns because it is
STILL CHRISTMAS!

The Epiphany: January 6th

6:30 pm Holy Eucharist (in the church), followed by Pageant (in the parish hall),
Reception (in the narthex) and Fireworks (outdoors) — The Feast of the Epiphany
is the climactic conclusion to the Christmas celebrations. A special, shortened ser-
vice in the church (no sermon) will be followed by a children’s Christmas Pageant,
serving as the “sermon” for the day. A reception in the narthex, followed by fire-
works, will conclude this great season and celebration.

Beginning a New Year in the Lectionary Cycle

Year B of the three-year Sunday Lectionary is largely anchored in the Gospel of
according to St. Mark. This, the shortest of the canonical Gospels, has been lik-
ened to “a revolutionary tract, passed hand-to-hand in a crowd,” demanding our re-
sponse: “yes or no” to Jesus and the Gospel. One of its characteristics is urgency:
it uses the word “immediately” many times. Another characteristic is terseness:
details are provided only where absolutely necessary to advance the narrative.

Euchatristic Prayer B

This form of the Great Thanksgiving contains both a special emphasis on the
Incarnation and the eschaton (or “end-of-the-ages”), and accordingly will be used
from Advent through the Last Sunday after the Epiphany.

The Offertory
During Advent, we will not be singing the Doxology at the presentation of the
money and food offerings, as another way of marking the season’s character.

Advent Blessing

The blessing given near the conclusion of the liturgy similarly reflects the mixed
elements of the season: Christ’s coming to us as an infant at the first nativity, to
us in our earthly pilgrimage, and in judgment at the end of the ages. This com-
plex Christian sense of time is richly explored in the Book of Revelation.

Dismissal

During the Advent Season, the Dismissal will be given from the altar, and there
will be no formal procession out. The altar party will line up before the altar, rev-
erence, and depart through the sacristy. This will emphasize the more somber
element of the season, making us hungry again for the closing hymn we will sing
on Christmas Eve.

Gaudete or Rose Sunday

The 3rd Sunday of Advent has a special name and character. This arose, in

part, due to a verse from the Letter to the Philippians once used on this Sunday:
Rejoice in the Lord always; again | say, rejoice! The theme of joy and expectation
was particularly in evidence on this Sunday, and the color pink came to signify
this day. Worshippers on this Sunday will notice roses placed at the altar, and the
rose-colored candle in advent wreaths is lit on this day.

Future Out-Reach for St. Timothy’s ErE-on ST 0N S AEaNEAE

We are in the process of gauging and discerning future directions for mission
out-reach. For the first time, the Parish has a Mission Commission. This group is
committed to assessing the gifts and energy we have as a community of believ-
ers and determining what the Lord would have for us.

“....we are sent out to love and serve our neighbor,
see the Christ in others, and share the Gospel...”

The above section of St. Tim’s mission statement prompts several questions and
challenges: Sent where? Who will go? How will we serve? Who is my neighbor?
How much time, energy, $, and resources will we seek?

We are a parish of limited size and means. In the same breath, we must also
acknowledge that God is, that He provides, and that He makes the impossible
come true. The key question gets down to this: what strengths, gifts and interests
you have with respect to the type of outreach we can do here at St. Timothy’s?

Historically speaking, we have done a variety of close to home out-reaches and
the Parish has supported two YAC missions; the first to Idaho at the Lillian Val-
lely School and the second to Ensenada building two small houses. The Parish
budget has always had a Missions line item;

Our congregation presently is involved with local outreach on many fronts: Soup
Kitchen, Inter-Faith Hospitality for homeless families, Angel Tree Prison Minis-
try, Food Bank, and most recently Wednesday Court Child Care Program. In the
past, we have also done mission to Hoover School, Willamette University, young
families with Music Together, and Habitat for Humanity house building. This list is
by no means exhaustive.

Liturgical Notes for Advent—Some of what changes... and what it means

Advent is an all-too-brief season of joyful and solemn preparation for both
Christ’s coming at Christmas and at the End of the Ages. As such, it has elements
of both celebration and penitence. The liturgical color used at St. Timothy’s is a
rich blue (in accordance with pre-Reformation English usage). This color shows
us the double nature of the season: its somber awareness of our need to turn to
God anew, and the sense of great joy and delight about to break upon us.

Advent Sunday: 1 Advent.

The Eucharist on the First Sunday of Advent will begin with the Advent Prose, a
selection of verses from the Old Testament reminding us of our need for repen-
tance and inner preparation for God’s coming into our midst. Its beautiful and
plaintive melody is a poignant reminder that Advent requires our active participa-
tion in order for its secrets to be revealed. This is, after all, a season of prepara-
tion, not mere “observation.” The Prose is followed by the Penitential Order (the
Exhortation, Confession, Absolution, and Asperges) as a reminder of our need
for repentance if we are truly to embrace the joy offered us in Christ. The Christ’s
message of Good News begins with the word “repent.”

Greens at the Altar

During Advent St. Timothy’s observes the custom of having only evergreens, rath-
er than flowers, at the altar (with the exception of the 3rd Sunday — see below).
The use of evergreens emphasizes the more somber character of the season, as
well as reminding us that Christ’s coming is ever new in the lives of disciples, just
as each celebration of the Eucharist is a renewal of an eternal covenant between
God and His people made once and for all in Christ.

Kyrie eleison (“Lord, have mercy!’)

For Advent, the song of praise used after the Opening Acclamation is the famil-
iar Kyrie. This ancient hymn was adapted by the early Christian Church from the
greeting given to Emperors and Imperial officials in the Roman empire: the Lord
(Kyrios in Greek) was begged for mercy by his subjects, as he had the power

of life and death. We address our God (who is the source of all power) in these
words out of a profound knowledge that in Christ, we have been given access
to God, and in the Eucharist we approach the Kingdom of God in humility and
reverence. The setting for the Kyrie, Sanctus, and the Agnus Dei used during
this portion of the Liturgical Year is based on part of Franz Schubert’s Deutsche
Messe, as arranged by Richard Proulx. (Continued)



Christmastide ends with the Feast of the Epiphany, celebrating the first of the
scriptural manifestations of Jesus as the Son of God. (Subsequent Sunday
Gospel readings reveal Jesus as the Messiah to
more and more individuals and groups.) Our
festivities at St. Timothy’s begin with Vespers

in the church, followed by the Epiphany Pageant
in the parish hall, Kings’ Cake and refreshments,
and fireworks to light up the night. Before we
leave we take down the greens in the church
and do our final Christmas clean-up.
